
Early registration deadline extended  
for 2010 World Masters Indoor Athletics Championships

It isn’t too late to register for the 2010 World Masters Indoor Athletics Championships!

The Kamloops Local Organizing Committee is pleased to announce that athletes from 49 countries have thus far 
registered for this world-class track and field event, which will be held March 1-6 and will be based at the Tournament 
Capital Centre.

The committee has heard from more countries who also wish to enter, so local organizers in consultation with World 
Masters Athletics have decided to extend the early registration deadline (and early-bird pricing) two weeks to Jan. 23.

This is an exciting chance for Kamloops athletes to compete in a prestigious world championships in a non-
intimidating atmosphere — because more than competition, this is an event at which friendships are formed and 
renewed.

“We are excited, and the planning that has gone into the event by the LOC is outstanding,” 2010 World Masters 
co-chairperson Judy Armstrong says. “Athletes that come here will find this is a first-class event and will not be 
disappointed.
